That on the 31st March 2012, Mpumalanga Government will unveil a statue of Dr.Pixley Ka Isaka Seme. The Statue will be erected in Daggakraal II, near Amersfoort in the Dr. Pixley Ka Isaka Seme Local Municipality in the Gert Sibande District, Mpumalanga Province. 
Dr. Seme was born on 1 October 1881 in Natal. He was the son of Isaka Sarah (nee Mseleku) Seme. He obtained his primary school education at the local mission school where the American Congregationalist missionary, Reverend S. C. Pixley, took an interest in him and arranged for him to go the Mount Hermon School in Massachusetts in the USA.
Dr. Seme returned to South Africa in 1910 and set up a private practice in Johannesburg, later going into partnership with Mr. Mangena. On 8 January 1912 Dr. Seme and the others were at the forefront of the formation of the South African Native National Congress (SANNC), which was renamed the African National Congress (ANC) in 1923, in Bloemfontein.
