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LEARNERS RECEIVE FOOD PARCELS IN A FOOD SECURITY AND
POVERTY ALLEVIATION DRIVE

The Mpumalanga Department of Education in Partnership with Tiger Brands and the
Department of Basic Education will embark on a drive to alleviate food insecurity and
sustenance on 10 December 2014 at Mthayiza Primary School in the Ehlanzeni
District, 07h30.
